Minutes

May 21, 2011
The Chair, Charlene N., called the meeting to order at 1 p.m. at the OA office. The meeting opened with the Serenity Prayer. The 5th Step, 5th Tradition and 5th Concept of OA Service were read. Charlene read the preamble and the standing rules. Board members in attendance were: Charlene, Chair, Stephanie, Vice-Chair, Bill O, Treasurer, Prue O, Corresponding Secretary. The chair appointed Bernie W as Recording Secretary, pro-temp in the absence of Kaye W. 
The agenda was approved as presented. 
REPORTS 
Chair: The chair reported on her attendance at WSBC which took place the last week of April. She specifically reported on three items which were approved. They are: a definition of Action Plan, Rozanne S now officially has the title of Founder of OA and the updating of the definition of abstinence (addition: …while working toward or maintaining a healthy body weight. The Chair also read her report of the Region 3 Assembly which took place in Houston, TX in March. Both reports will be available on the OA Phoenix website. She reminded us that upcoming events may be posted on both the Region 3 website and the WSO website.
Vice-Chair: Stephanie reported on her attendance at the recent S & T workshop which was led by Andrea, the Region 3 Vice-Chair. As she is stepping down as Vice-Chair, she encouraged others to apply for the position. Anyone may contact her for further information.
Treasurer: Bill distributed reports for April. The checking account has $8,194.32 as of April 30, 2011 and the savings account balance is $10,007.27. The report will be available on ASDI’s website. Questions were asked and answered. Expenses in April were higher than normal due to Delegate/Rep travel.
Recording Sec: Minutes from April meeting were reviewed. They were approved as presented.
Communications Sec: Prue reported that the e-care list consists of almost 200 people. She also encouraged members to run for positions on the ASDI Board. 
The Acting Welcome Chair reported that there were 20 in attendance - 19 voting and the chair eligible to vote in case of a tie or a written ballot. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

The chair reported that there was no unfinished business.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Bylaws Committee Report: The proposed bylaw amendments were presented. All but one were adopted. Those adopted were: Section 4, Item A was amended to read “at the annual meeting or…”/ Section 4, Item C was amended by striking IRs and inserting eligible, Section 8, Item A was amended by striking “a majority vote” and inserting by “an interim replacement. And Inserting “ A permanent replacement will be elected at the next intergroup meeting. In addition, the work “chosen” was replaced by “elected. Section B “chosen” was again deleted and replaced with “elected”. Article IV, Section 3, Item E inserted “or performed service above the group level.”, Article IV, Section 4, part A, inserted “at the annual ASDI meeting” in place of “annually”, Item C: “eligible ASDI members” was inserted to replace “IRs”, Section 6 added “Shall meet the requirements to serve as World Service Delegate and Region III Representative in the absence of the Chair.” Article VII, Section 1 was adopted. It was suggested that the Bylaws Committee review this section with the possibility of adding other committees. The section referring to the updated definition of a group was sent back to the Bylaws Committee with the suggestion that there be a generic reference to the WSBC Bylaws, Subpart B. 
Finance Committee Report: Kayla has requested that meetings provide feedback to the Finance Committee concerning distribution of donations to ASDI and the other levels of OA service. A suggestion was presented for consideration that the meetings in the office request that 80% of any donation remains with ASDI, 15% be forwarded to WSO & 5% to Region 3. This is only one possible method.
A motion to donate $800 to WSO and Region 3 (divided 75%-25%) was adopted.

Office Operations Committee: Ursula reported there is a calendar denoting the schedule for cleaning the office. A reminder is being provided to the scheduled meeting. The new safe has been installed and is in the closet. The committee will meet next in July. It was suggested that the Board recommend the method of distribution of keys. Effective June 1, Bill J will be in charge of updating the announcements.

12th Step Within: Greg reported that The next workshop will be take place on June 11 and will be entitled “The Solution is in the Steps.” Planned for September is a workshop relating to sex.
PIPO – Dianna reported on a health fair which took place in Tempe at the Pyle Center on April 14. The fair was attended by more than 200 people, approximately 25-30 of whom came to the OA exhibit. Lots of literature was distributed. Please contact Dianna if you are aware of any health fairs so that we can participate. We have signed up to participate in “The Art of Recovery” in September. It focuses on many addictions.

Summer Retreat:  There will not be a summer retreat this year. Charlene stated that we need to begin planning a retreat for Summer, 2012. Lynn committed to research possible venues.
Literature Committee: Kathy reported that she is stepping down at the end of June. The details of her report concerning literature sales and purchases are available on the ASDI website.
7th Tradition:  the basket was passed. The 7th tradition yielded $28.00
